The ambitious plan to transform the Stability Pact for South Eastern Europe into a regionally owned Regional Co-operation Council (RCC), as agreed by the region and the international community last year, is on schedule for completion by early 2008. The RCC will be the forum for fostering regionalco-operation in South Eastern Europe. Romania and Greece are very important partners and for sure also very influenced by the fact that they are both EU  Member states.  
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
