Which are the comings of enhancement Hellenic - Romanian cooperation, including the institutional point of view (at a CCIB-level), in the context of Romania’s accession to EU, on 1st of January 2007?
One of the check points of the Hellenic -Romanian cooperation is The Cooperation Agreement signed in Bucharest, on the 28th March 2007, between Bucharest Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCIB) and CCI Athena, by  dipl. ec. Stefan D. Popa, president and general manager of CCIB and Constantine Michalos, president of CCI Athena.
The document itemize the direction of common action to support of two communities of business, establishing the ways to elaborate plans for an annual event and for Business Council’s      Athena - Bucharest agenda, focusing on intensifying the informational trade and organizing of missions, same as the mutual  stimulation of participation in fairs  and exhibition.
Since its re-establishment in 2005, CCIB grew strong relations with the chambered system of Greece, and it made cooperation agreements with chamber of commerce in Thessalonica and Kavalla, as well as with Chamber for Small and Middle Enterprises in Athena.        
Chamber of Bucharest desires to capitalize through its own activity the experience of CCI Athena in what is concerned solving the problems of the Athenian business community , mainly that of the Small and Middle Enterprises and sustaining those interested in their relations with the government representatives and not just it, after the integration of Greece of UE. We will continue to sustain each other mutually on the European Unique Market, in account of both sides.

Within the meetings that we have had with the Greek partners they told us that “Romania is now the best destination for the Greek investments, and CCIB is the favorite partner for the organizations that promote export and Greece investments and that are interested in organizing economic missions in 2007.

What field has a greater attractivity for the Greek investors and what is your prediction concerning the evolution of the Greek floating capital in the Romanian economy?

The Greek Embassy in Bucharest, which, besides this, is very active in Bucharest and throughout the country, said that, based on their information, the total amount of the Greek investments in Romania exceeds 3 billion euro, the 3.700 of companies with Greek  capital registered on  the Registry of Commerce placing  Greece in the 3rd  foreign investors in Romania.        
Among the fields that are considered by the Greek investors to be very appealing, there are: services – telecommunications, IT, banking, as well as constructions and transportation.
OTE invested in Romtelecom 2 billion Euros, thus making the biggest Greek investment abroad, Romania being considered the favorite destination for Greek investors, at a global level. Other important investments are: Cosmote,  Loulis, Germanos, different commercial banks as: Egnatia Bank, Piraues Bank, Alpha Bank, Emporiki Bank, which intends to reinforce its presence on the market and double its investments. We can also expect a growth of the Greek investments in the fields of en – gross and en – detail trade.

Even if the big privatization wave has past, we expect that in the energetic sector also, the important Greek companies will participate and win the international auctions. From our discussions with the Greek businessmen and officials, arised the availability to contribute and promote some great infrastructure projects on the Danube, respectively on building bridges and hydro-technical nodes, as well as on involving Greek entrepreneurs in projects concerning the modernization of the energetic system in Romania, in a public – private partnership.

Tourism and transport industry are also a priority. Collaboration on a regional level, especially in some European programs, will allow the modernization of the Romanian infrastructure having a multiplying effect on the entire social and economical life, as it had happened with Greece on the occasion of the Olympic Games.
